INCOME LIMITS SUMMARY

The Homeowner Assistance Fund (HAF) will provide financial assistance for qualified expenses to
homeowners with incomes equal to or less than 150 percent of the area median income for their
household size or 100 percent of the median income for the United States, whichever is greater. Most of
the funds are reserved for homeowners with incomes less than or equal to 100 percent of the area median
income for their household size or the median income for the United States, whichever is greater. The
Secretary of Housing and Urban Development determines each of these income calculations.
